The Pass 2010
Sauvignon Blanc (NZ)
A New Zealand Marlborough sauvignon blanc by Vavasour that’s a blend of 
grapes from the Awatere and Wairau Valleys. Moderately concentrated wine 
with a mix of passion fruit and grassy flavours. Quite soft with a suggestion 
of sweetness.

The tannins are gentle; the palate medium-
bodied, oak adds a light savouriness and the finish is balanced by soft acid.
